Legal framework

• The Copyright Act of 1961 with amendments
allows The National Library to digitise all 
published material for long-term preservation

• ”The Bookshelf” contract is based on the
framework of extended collective licencing



Extended collective licence

• Kopinor (collecting society approved of by 
the government) represents and negotiates
binding agreements on behalf of:
 Members and non-members
 Foreign rightsholders

• Kopinor collects and distributes the 
compensation among the rightsholders:
 Publishers, authors and other rightsholders
 Members, non members and foreign rightsholders

Effects of the service on book-sales 
and library loans

• No significant effect on sales
(balance between substitution and promotion)

• Measurable but no significant effect on library 
loans
(substitution dominates promotion)

Lessons learned from establishing the
digital library collection

1. Establish an overall digital Strategy
2. Restructure to free resources
3. Establish expertise and technical capacity 

to digitise and in the field of long term 
digital preservation

4. Build confidence with Rightsholders and 
Publishers through strategic partnership

5. Be flexible - combine bilateral 
agreements and collective licensing
(don´t put all your eggs in one basket)
